T
he combination of a rich historic mineral
field and cutting-edge exploration
techniques is proving to be a potent
formula for Emmerson Resources, which

has quickly established the enormous potential
remaining at its Tennant Creek gold-copper
project in the Northern Territory.

Emmerson has laid the foundations for a
major exploration push in 2010 after unveiling
a landmark $28m joint venture with Ivanhoe
Australia last year and getting to grips with the
�rst batch of some 26 Tier-1 gold and copper-
gold targets (de�ned as greater than one
million ounces gold equivalent).

The Company has set a budget of $7-10
million, encompassing some 30,000m of
drilling, which is fully funded by Ivanhoe under
the joint venture arrangement. 

This landmark program is expected to
generate a steady �ow of news as Emmerson
seeks to con�rm the presence of an extensive
copper-gold system at depth.

The company•s con�dence in what may lie
ahead in 2010 was greatly enhanced late last
year by strong results from the Pinnacles North

and Rising Star prospects. At Pinnacles North, a
bonanza intersection of 2m at 50.6gpt gold set
market pulses racing while drilling at Rising
Star returned a hit of 1.9m at 6.49 per cent
copper.

The list of top-tier targets and the drilling
results they have generated so far have
understandably left Emmerson more enthusiastic
than ever about its future at this historic �eld.

This year•s mix of both advanced and early
stage projects will provide a good balance, with
the potential to start the process of resource
delineation ahead of resuming the company•s
Warrego CIP mill (which is the only mill in the
province and thus a very strategic asset). 

This option is accommodated in the
Ivanhoe JV, in which Emmerson retains 100% of
the smaller Tier 2 resources  and can also sole
fund, sole risk  any targets that are not being
explored by the JV, providing they do not
exceed the Tier 2 hurdle (i.e. >250,000ozs)

Historically, the Tennant Creek Mineral Field
has ranked as one of Australia•s premier high-
grade gold�elds, producing in excess of �ve
million ounces.
